The baby is rolled into the booth on a small bed, and the camera is
set up overhead. Babies remain flat on their back as their pictures
are taken.

In addition to all the digital capabilities, the kiosk
does all of the same things traditional photo booths can do. Several packages with photos in different sizes are available, but it does
costs to get them printed.

The pictures can also be printed as birth announcements, making them more quickly available after the birth.
The cost might be worth it to some parents who want their hospital photos immediately.
